School Issues (August 2009)
1. Water Tank



· The parents bought a new tap for it recently.

· Wooden door is flimsy and needs to be replaced.
· There is a leak coming from the water pipe (where it enters the polytank).

Refugees
· There were 15 refugees when I visited the school.  They had come from Congo, some walking for 50 km to escape the fighting.  

· A few months ago there were over 100 staying at the UNHCR tent set up in the school compound.

· A weekly lorry comes to pick the refugees up and move them to the permanent refugee camp at Nyakabande.

· When the tent is full refugees have been allowed to sleep in one of the classrooms.

Classrooms
· Putting partitions in the classrooms would be a good idea due to the small sizes of the classes.  Recommended only if there are enough teachers.

Playground and sports
· Out of rope for swings.

· Balls not repaired due to distance from town.

Donated Books
· Emmanuel requests that he is consulted next time books are bought for the school. 40 Rufumbira dictionaries are too many for one school, he says.  He would have preferred to have a textbook mixture of different subjects and levels.
